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Abstract

This research report is titled Rivalry of China-Japan in the Mekong Subregion: Impact on
Subregional Integration. This is qualitative research aimed at studying the cause of the power
struggle between China and Japan which occurred in the Mekong River Basin, development of
such strategic competition and potential impacts on integration in the Mekong region. The
research uses primary information such as news reports, official documents, documents from
relevant organizations in both printed and electronic formats as well as secondary information,
such as books, textbooks, journals, and related research in both printed and electronic formats.
In-depth interviews will be used as a supplement.

The interview was carried out-through video calls and e-mail responding. The targeted
groups are Thai and foreign experts, academics, and researchers who are specialized in Mekong
subregional development and cooperation or in China-Japan relations or Mekong regional affairs.
The interview was semi-structured with open questions. The interviewees who agreed to join the
interview include those who are affiliated with Mekong Institute (MI), Institute of Developing
Economies-Japan External Trade Organization (IDE-JETRO), and United Nations International
Development Organization (UNIDO), and a foreign academic and an independent researcher.

The research has revealed that strategic rivalry between great powers such as China and
Japan started after a change in power structure in Asia, which began with China's rise as an

economic and consequently military superpower while Japan has experienced an economic



recession since the early 1990s. The Mekong Subregion is of great economic and geopolitical
importance to both China and Japan, and therefore the subregion has recently experienced an
intensifying power struggle between China and Japan. For China, strengthening economic
cooperation with the Mekong countries will not only boost the economy of China's comparatively
backward west coast region but will also serve as an important step for China to implement
China's 21st century Silk Road project, the key to China's creation of a new regional order in Asia
and even beyond. Recently, it became overt that Japan's interest in the Mekong Subregion
focused more on geopolitical orientation, as part of its Free and Open Indo-Pacific strategy. This
research also examines the impact of the Sino-Japanese rivalry on the Mekong integration. It
discovered that even though the strategic competition will lead to more investment in
infrastructure, it does not lead to policy convergence. Instead, the rivalry resulted in Mekong
integration being increasingly driven by China’s or Japan’s political interests, which does not bode

well for subregional integration.
