When sunset comes, there shines Suryadhep Music Sala
together with Surya’s night wander in the universe symbolizing

for the university’s celebrations and pride.

Rangsit University and the construction
of a theatre on campus are found impossible
to occur because both of them have no direct
relationship with each other. It is believed
that no university presidents would incline
to take risk by encouraging massive invest-
ment in theatre development, but a striking
exception is made by Dr. Arthit Ourairat, the
President of Rangsit University.

The structure of the building is based on the relativity
of time and use like celebration bells at sunset. The final
lisht of the day shines above the building reflecting the
golden light inviting the guests to walk into it and enjoy
a variety of shows performed in the theater.

National Economic
Crisis: Effects on the
University's Stability
After the storm passed by, the
small tree, Rangsit University, was
gradually growing and branching. On July
2" 1997, the government announced
the depreciation of Thai Baht leading
to the financial crisis that substantially
affected Rangsit University’s stability.
As the conflict had cone, the
university learned to grow strong.
Dissenting voices towards the trimester
system heard, Dr. Arthit Ourairat, the
founder and president, announced the
conversion of the trimester into the
semester system in the academic year
2001 after Rangsit University Council’s
approval on November 29", 2001.
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Dr. Arthit Ourairat recognized the crisis

The five-storey building comprises the
laboratory of Faculty of Oriental Medicine,
the laboratory of Faculty of Pharmacy, the
laboratory of Faculty of Science and Food
Processor Pilot Plant.

(Building 4/2)

The eight-storey building comprises the
laboratory of Faculty of Oriental Medicine,
Manufacturing Rooms, the laboratory of Faculty
of Pharmacy, the gross anatomy laboratory,
the laboratory of School of Nursing, Develop
ment and Testing Centre, RSU Drug Store and
Cosmeceutical Research.

The four-storey building accommodating
classrooms and engineering and technology
laboratory is home to the office of College
of Engineering, the office of College of
Agricultural Innovation Food and Biotechnology,
RSU Cyber University and other support
departments.

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The location of Chinese-Thai Institute
producing a variety of research area:

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Guan Yin Pavilion, the building filled
with the Chinese architectural design, sym-

the integration of techniques, the building
is constructed with Thai clay and Chinese
bricks which are obviously seen attractive
on its outer surface.

The exhibition area looks bright and airy with
columns of bricks like curtains preventing
the light from outside. The building with a
500-squaremetre utility space looks classic
in its unique architectural style.
